 As I reflected upon your faithfulness to God and to Broadway United 
Methodist Church, my mind went to passages written by Apostle Paul, 
wherein he expressed thankfulness for an individual and for the Church.

These words were written to the Church at Ephesus.

 This passage was written by Paul to his friend Philemon. Through these 
words, Paul expresses thanks to God for the Church and for an individual. 
His thanksgiving for each is continuousȢ (Å ×ÒÉÔÅÓȟ Ȱ) ÈÁÖÅ ÎÏÔ ÓÔÏÐÐÅÄ 
giving ÔÈÁÎËÓ ÆÏÒ ÙÏÕȟ ÒÅÍÅÍÂÅÒÉÎÇ ÙÏÕ ÉÎ ÍÙ ÐÒÁÙÅÒÓȢȱ 0ÁÕÌ ÈÁÄ ÓÅÅÎ 
how each of them lived out their faith as Disciples of Christ. His prayer to 
God was that the church and the individual would continue to be blessed 
by God, receiving gifts of wisdom and revelation to the end that each 
would continue to be active in sharing their faith, and would have a full 
understanding of every good thing we have in Christ. 
 

These expressions from Paul are identical to my thoughts and feelings 
about you. Truly, I thank God for you and your faithfulness, making 
mention of you in my prayers. For the Church, I am grateful, and equally 
as grateful for each of you as individual members of Christ Church. The 
summer is such a busy time; places to go, places to see, and much to do 
and experience as families. I celebrate that you take the necessary and 
important time apart as families and enjoy playing together. We must not 
only pray together, we must also play together. You have found a way to 
do this and continue our support of the Church. Our attendance never 
dropped below 200. Sunday July 4, there were 203 in attendance. You 
have also remained faithful stewards of your gifts. We did not experience 
a drop in giving during this time.
