Responding to the Disaster in Haiti

How heart-wrenching it is to see pictures of the devastation coming from Haiti! Even in a time when the
immediacy of communication bombards us with images of disaster, the magnitude of destruction caused
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mounting toll of death and injury comprehensible to me. We can all understand, however, that this
disaster, like Hurricane Katrina, requires a tremendous response from all of us in the rest of the world
and will continue to demand it for a long, long time.

As United Methodists, we are blessed that we have an effective means for responding to such situations

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themselves. At the time of the earthquake, six United Methodist Volunteers in Mission teams were in

Haiti and three top executives of UMCOR were in Port-au-Prince for discussions about our
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hit, leveling the hotel. Rev. Sam Dixon, the head of UMCOR, and Rev. Clinton Rabb, head of Mission
Volunteers for our Board of Global Ministries, both died as the result of their injuries. Rev. James Gulley
survived. One member of the VIM team from Dallas, Texas, died in the quake as well. Let us not forget to
pray for the victims of this disaster and their families, but also for those who are struggling to help them,
including those who mourn the loss of their friends and colleagues.

During the next few weeks, we will be forwarding your financial gifts directly to UMCOR. Because we
support the structure of UMCOR through our One Great Hour of Sharing and our connectional
benevolences, every dollar given for Haiti will provide aid directly to those in need there. In addition, we
will collect Health kits from anyone who desires to put a kit or kits together. (The instructions for the
health kits are on the insert in this newsletter and must be followed exactly). Bring your health kit items
in a gallon plastic bag to the church by January 31, and we will get them to the collection point. Your
gifts will go directly to Haiti, and they will make a difference. Above all, pray for the people of Haiti and
all the people, military and civilians, who are seeking to provide life, healing, and hope to that despairing
nation.

Last year, in the aftermath of the ice storm, our area was on the receiving end of UMCOR aid. Now, we
have opportunity to help UMCOR, in the name of Jesus Christ, save lives and restore hope to people in
one of the neediest areas of the world at the time of their greatest sorrow and despair. Give and pray in
Christ-like love and compassion.

Local Churches Asked to Pack DI%A%TFR
Health Kits for Haiti o™ B ‘
There is alire need for health kits in Haiti. Local churches are
asked to prepare as many of the kits as they can. Bill Carr, Dise
Recovery Coordinator for the conference, says congregations

should have their kits prepared by January 31 and ready to
transport to the designated district pickup points on Monday,

February 1. All kits will then be boxed by Volunteer in Mission i
teams and shipped together to Sag@rown, our UMCOR depot in
Louisiana.

Each health kit must contain the following items in EXACTLY the amounts requested. If the amounts
are not exact, they will not fit in plastic bag and may not adhere to the strict rules governing entry into
a foreign country.

Health Kit Assembly Instructions

Health Kit Items Value: $12 per kit

Place these items inside a sealed one-gallon plastic bag.

1 hand towel (15" x 25" up to 17" x 27", No kitchen towels)

1 washcloth

1 comb (large and sturdy, not pocket-sized)

1 nail file or fingernail clippers (no emery boards or toenail clippers)

1 bath-size bar of soap (3 oz. and up)

1 toothbrush (single brushes only in original wrapper, No child-size brushes)
6 adhesive plastic strip sterile bandages

$1.00 to purchase toothpaste

(NOTE: UMCOR Sager Brown is now purchasing toothpaste in bulk to be added to health kits before shipping
to ensure that the product does not expire before they are sent.)

Important Kit Assembly Information

All items included in kits must be NEW items.

All emergency Kkits are carefully planned to make them usable in the greatest number of situations. Since strict
rules often govern product entry into international countries, it is important that kits contain only the
requested items-nothing more.

Do NOT include any personal notes, money or additional materials in the kits. These things must be
painstakingly removed and will delay the shipment.

If you prefer to donate money to the Haiti Emergency, please donate through our church to UMCOR
Advance#418325. Checks can be put in the church's offering plate. 100% of gifts made to the Advance will go
to help the people of Haiti.

Please pray for all of the people affected by the earthquake in Haiti. Thank you for your faithful support for all
of God's children.
