REPAIRS 

It has become necessary to do maintenance on the slate 
roof:   

¶ 590 broken/missing roof tiles throughout the 

church roof.  This includes several missing ridge 

tiles.   

$8,900.00 

¶ 300 tiles that had been previously repaired 

using metal strips that over time had bent due 

to the weight of ice and snow allowing the tile 

to slide out.  Old metal strips were replaced 

with stainless steel hooks. 

 (We have some repairs using stainless steel that 
are over 10 years old and still holding up great.)  

 
                                     $7,800.00  
 
¶ Approximately 4 holes in the copper flat 

lock roof (apparently caused by falling 

tile).  Copper surface was cleaned with a 

wire wheel so the holes could be soldered 

over to make a water tight surface.  

       $175.00 
¶ Set up a more modern and safe system to         

access the upper levels of the bell tower from 

the inside.  2 new Aluminum ladders replace  

the original wood ladders at the first & second 

levels of the interior bell tower.

Yes, we could have 
moved out and built a new edifice. However, I dare say that we could not 
have built one as grand as this one at that price. There is so much heritage 
and history represented by this building. And yes, you are correct, the
